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An active transportation corridor for pedestrians 
and cyclists will run through the new tunnel 
separated from vehicle lanes.

Multi-use Path (MUP)

The new north approach includes:

• Realignment of Highway 99
• Tie-ins to the existing highway and 

new ramps into the tunnel
• New CN rail overpass
• Realignment of Rice Mill Road over 

the new tunnel
• Flood protection
• North portal structures to enter the tunnel

North Approach

The new south approach includes:

• Realignment of Highway 99
• Tie-ins to the highway and new ramps 

into the tunnel
• Tunnel operations center
• South portal structures to enter the tunnel

South Approach

The counter flow system will be removed and 
highway realigned to four lanes in each direction.
